Do not attempt to
make 8 quarts of popcorn in the 6-quart model. 7. For 2 quarts of popcorn, use Y2 cup corn; for 4 quarts, use ¥z cup; for 6 quarts, use % cup; and for 8 quarts, use 1 cup. 8. Use the same amounts of oil and butter specified above, and spread the corn evenly over the popping surface. 9. Do not substitute vegetable oil with other types of fat, as they will
burn or smoke excessively. 10. Place the cover on the popper base making sure the handles fit into place, and insert the cord into the popper base. 11. Plug the cord into a 120-volt AC outlet only, and unplug it when the popping cycle is complete. 12. Use a hot pad to remove the cord from the popper base, and if needed, use a pastry brush to push any
remaining butter through the buttering holes. amounts accordingly. To make popcorn: 1. Put the right amount of vegetable 0il and corn in the popper base. Don't add more than recommended. 2. Place the cover on the popper base, ensuring it fits snugly into the handles. If desired, divide butter into 6 pats and place them over the butter holes. 3. Insert the cord into the popper base and plug it
into a 120-volt AC outlet. The stirring rod will rotate as long as the popper is plugged in. 4. Once the popping cycle is complete (around 4-6 minutes), unplug the cord and use a hot pad to remove it from the popper base. 5. If butter hasn't melted completely, use a pastry brush to push any remaining butter through the buttering holes. Remember to
inspect the cordset for damage or wear before each use and never use your product if it's damaged or not working properly. Always supervise children when using this appliance. 1. First, melt butter well before putting cap on cover. Make sure handle of popper is into handle of base. Grip handle firmly and turn popper upside down, moving away from
you. For extra corn, transfer popcorn from serving cover to another bowl and follow steps again. 3. Clean popper after every use. Always allow it to cool first before cleaning. ¢ Clean cover and
plastic cap in hot soapy water with a dishcloth or sponge. Do not use scouring pad or abrasive powder as these could scratch it. * Remove stirring rod from base by unscrewing center knob. Wash rod and knob with hot soapy water using a dishcloth or sponge. Do not use abrasive scouring pads or powders on non-stick finish as scratching
may occur. 4. Do not put popper cover, plastic cap, stirring rod, base or cord in an automatic dishwasher. Be careful while using popper to prevent injury or electric shock, do not immerse popper base, its cord or plug in water or liquid. 1. Heat syrup to 260°F before adding warm wheat germ. 2. Mix sugar, cinnamon, and salt in butter. 3. Bake mixture
at 300°F for 10 minutes in preheated oven. For quarts of popcorn, mix with sugar, cinnamon, and melted butter, then bake. Replace broken parts by ordering from the company's customer service department.
