[1]	[2]	Narasimha	is	depicted	with	three	eyes,	and	is	described	as	the	god	of	destruction,	who	destroys	the	entire	universe	at	the	time	of	Mahapralaya.	Hence	it	is	known	as	Kala	or	Mahákála	or	Parakala	too.	There	is	even	a	Matha	(monastery)	with	the	name	of	Parakala
Matha	in	the	Sri	Vaishnava	tradition.	[3]	Together,	Narasimha	is	also	described	as	the	God	of	Yoga,	in	the	form	of	Yoga-Narasimha.	[4]	[5]	Narasimha	iconography	shows	him	with	a	human	torso	and	lower	body,	with	a	face	and	claws	of	lions,	typically	with	a	Hiranyakashipu	demon	on	his	lap	whom	he	is	in	the	process	of	defeating.	The	demon	is	the
powerful	brother	of	evil	Hiranyaksha	who	had	previously	been	defeated	by	Vishnu,	and	therefore	hated	the	latter.	[6]	Hiranyakashipu	obtained	special	powers	by	which	he	could	not	be	killed	during	the	day	or	night,	inside	or	outside	the	house	and	anywhere	in	the	world,	i.e.,	neither	in	heaven	nor	on	earth	nor	in	heaven	nor	on	foot,	by	any	weapon,	and
