The latest pass rates reveal varied performances across
different exam papers. Within the Applied Skills level, Taxation (TX) achieved the highest pass rate at 55%, followed by Financial Management (FM) at 50%, and Financial Reporting (FR) at 49%. Audit and Assurance (AA) recorded a pass rate of 47%, while Performance Management (PM) had the lowest at 42%.
