was	formed	in	1876,	teams	were	primarily	concentrated	in	the	country's	largest	cities.	But	nothing	was	smooth	in	baseball's	early	days,	and,	after	a	few	unrelated	scandals	—	game	fixing,	teams	not	wanting	to	finish	out	the	schedule	—	numerous	franchises	were	expelled.	By	1879,	the	NL	had	a	team	in	Buffalo,	roughly	the	country's	13th	largest	city,
as	well	as	smaller	cities	like	Providence	and	Syracuse.	The	new	Buffalo	team	came	into	the	NL	with	a	great	tailwind. During	the	1882	season	Pud	Galvin	won	twenty-eight	(28)	of	the	Bisons	forty-five	(45)	victories,	but	most	newsworthy	was	the	rookie	debut	of	a	one-armed	pitcher	named	Hugh	Daily	who	won	fifteen	(15)	games.	Did	you	know	that	every	manager	of	the	Buffalo	Bisons	also	played	with	the	team	during	the
years	they	managed?	On	April	16,	1989	the	Blue	Jays	pounded	the	Kansas	City	Royals	15-8	at	Exhibition	Stadium.		But	this	was	not	your	run-of-the-mill	pounding	of	the	Kansas	City	Royals.		On	this	date	Kelly	Gruber	became	the	first	Toronto	Blue	Jay	in	franchise	history	to	hit	for	the	cycle	(a	single,	double,	triple	&	home	run	all	in	the	same	game).	Of
course,	there	is	more	to	the	story	than	that.		The	previous	day	the	Jays	were	spanked	10-5	and	were	still	licking	their	wounds	from	the	loss.		Kelly	Gruber	hit	a	home	run	in	the	first	inning.		As	he	headed	for	home	plate,	he	smirked	at	his	counter	part	–	third	baseman	(and	current	hitting	coach)	Kevin	Seitzer.	“Big	deal,”	Seitzer	said	and	he	laughed	as
Gruber	rounded	the	bag.	After	doubling	in	his	next	at	bat	and	then	advancing	to	third,	Gruber	mumbled	something	that	is	not	repeatable	–	to	suggest	that	the	shoe	was	on	the	other	foot	this	day.		Seitzer	continued	to	laugh	it	off.	After	tripling	in	his	third	at	bat,	Gruber	stood	on	the	bag	and	looked	at	a	pissed-off	Kevin	Seitzer:	“I’m	watching	him	–	and
he’s	peeved.		So	would	I	be.		I	admit	I	probably	was	doing	it	in	spite	for	pasting	us	the	day	before.		So	after	I	slid	into	the	bag,	he	comes	over	and	says,	‘Well,	I	guess	all	you	need	now	is	a	single.’		Now	I’m	peeved.		This	whole	time,	he	hasn’t	said	a	word	to	me.		And	with	each	hit,	I’ve	seen	his	mood	change.		I’ve	had	a	heck	of	an	afternoon	and	this	is	all
he	can	think	to	say	to	me?	Three	hits	aren’t	enough?”	“Well,	I	ended	up	scoring	and	I’m	on	the	bench,	still	a	little	hot	over	what	he	said.		And	it	hits	me.	Home	run,	double,	triple…	single! Gruber	netted	6	RBI	on	the	day	in	helping	the	team	rally	from	a	6	run	deficit	to	win.		There	was	much	debate	following	the	game	as	to	whether	Gruber’s
8th	inning	single	should	have	been	a	double	had	Gruber	not	stopped	at	1B.	“That	was	the	toughest	at	bat	I	can	remember	having.		Anytime	you	have	to	come	up	there	looking	for	a	single,	there’s	extra	pressure.	Do	I	go	for	two	if	I	have	the	chance?	Or	do	I	stay	on	first	and	look	silly?”	In	a	twist	of	fate,	Kelly	Gruber	was	in	attendance	when	the	second
player	in	Blue	Jays	history	hit	for	the	cycle.		The	date	was	August	17,	2001	and	a	struggling	utility	infielder	named	Jeff	Frye	got	the	start	against	Darren	Oliver	of	the	Texas	Rangers.	“When	a	guy	who	is	hitting	only	.219	coming	into	the	game	hits	for	the	cycle,	I	guess	it	was	meant	to	be,”	said	Frye,	making	his	43rd	start	this	season.	“I	don’t	know	what
to	say	I’m	speechless	right	now.”	Like	Gruber,	Frye	hit	a	long	single	in	the	late	innings	to	complete	the	elusive	cycle.	With	a	full	count,	Frye	hit	a	liner	to	the	gap	in	right-centre	field	for	what	should	have	been	a	double.	After	rounding	first	and	looking	at	coach	Garth	Iorg	for	advice,	he	trotted	back	to	first	base	and	received	a	standing	ovation.	“Before
I	went	up	there	I	asked	(Jays	hitting	coach	Cito	Gaston)	what	I	should	do	if	I	hit	a	pitch	like	that,”	said	Frye.	“He	said	`stay	at	first	and	tell	them	I	told	you	to.’	So	if	he	says	it’s	alright	then	I	guess	it’s	alright.”	Gruber	came	on	to	the	field	to	congratulate	Frye	for	the	accomplishment,	but	had	a	little	fun	with	him	before	hand.		Gruber	pretended	that	he
was	going	to	slap	him	instead	of	congratulating	him	and	then	the	two	players	embraced.	“I	wasn’t	going	to	hug	him,	I	was	going	to	slap	him,”	Gruber	later	said	on	the	CBC	Blue	Jays	telecast.	“I	had	a	lot	of	flashbacks.”	It	was	12	years	after	Gruber	had	hit	for	the	cycle	originally. Related	The	onset	of	professionalism	was	no	small	step	for	baseball:	players	received	a	small	but	growing	degree	of	financial	stability,	and	fans	were	treated	to	an	ever	higher	standard	of	play.	The	cradle	for	this	groundbreaking	practice	was	Cincinnati,	where	the	first	openly	professional	baseball	team	was
founded.	The	current	Reds	franchise	dates	back	to	1881,	but	its	ancestry	begins	four	years	after	the	Civil	War.	The	Cincinnati	Red	Stockings	became	baseball's	first	professional	team	in	1869.	They	began	with	a	45-9	thumping	of	a	team	called	the	Great	Western	of	Cincinnati,	then	proceeded	to	win	nearly	every	one	of	its	more	than	70	games	against
overmatched	amateur	teams	in	the	Midwest.	They	finally	lost	a	game	in	1870,	when	the	Brooklyn	Atlantics	bested	them	8-7	in	extra	innings.	It	was	a	19th	century	no-brainer	the	Red	Stockings	would	be	a	charter	member	of	the	National	League	in	1876.	However,	Cincinnati's	start	in	the	League	was	rocky	to	say	the	least.	The	Red	Stockings	didn't	fare
as	well	as	their	1869	predecessors,	finishing	9-54.	After	four	seasons	Cincinnati	was	kicked	out	of	the	National	League	for	playing	games	on	Sunday	and	for	selling	beer	during	games.	Both	were	National	League	no-no's	at	the	time.	In	1881,	the	Reds	were	re-initiated	with	an	exhibition	series	in	St.	Louis.	This	new	franchise,	which	still	exists	today,
became	a	charter	member	of	the	American	Association	the	following	year.	The	AA,	nicknamed	'The	Beer	and	Whiskey	League'	for	its	liberal	approach	to	ballpark	libations,	was	reviled	by	the	more	puritanical	National	League	owners	from	the	start.	As	the	only	AA	charter	member	pre-existing	the	young	league,	the	Reds	became	the	oldest	baseball	club
—	and	possibly	the	oldest	currently-existing	professional	sports	club	—	to	actively	accommodate	the	blue-collar	tendencies	regarding	spectator	sport.	Cincinnati	finally	accepted	reinstatement	to	the	National	League	in	1890,	with	their	Sunday	baseball	and	beer	sales	intact.	The	only	thing	to	change	was	their	name,	from	Red	Stockings	to	Reds.	While
with	the	American	Association,	the	Red	Stockings	opened	League	Park	in	1884.	The	Cincinnati	team	would	play	at	this	same	location	for	the	next	86	years.	League	Park	had	a	tragic	beginning,	as	part	of	its	grandstand	collapsed	during	its	first-ever	opening	day,	killing	one	and	injuring	many.	A	fire	devastated	the	park	and	a	new	stadium	was	built,
opening	in	1902.	Christened	the	Palace	of	the	Fans,	it	suffered	its	own	devastating	fire	in	1911,	which	led	to	the	construction	of	a	park	originally	known	as	Redland	Field.	It	opened	in	1912	and	was	renamed	Crosley	Field	after	team	owner	Powell	Crosley	in	1934.	The	Reds	played	there	until	moving	to	Riverfront	Stadium	(a.k.a.	Cinergy	Field)	in	1970.
For	the	30	years	following	their	readmission	to	the	National	League,	the	Reds	fared	poorly,	never	finishing	higher	than	third.	Then	came	the	1919	pennant	winners	led	by	Hall	of	Famer	Edd	Roush,	a	.321	hitter	that	year	and	probably	Cincinnati's	best	player	up	to	that	time.	They	had	a	20	game	winner	(Slim	Sallee)	and	two	19	game	winners	(Hod	Eller
and	Dutch	Ruether)	on	the	pitching	staff.	The	baseball	world	was	shocked	when	the	Reds	upset	the	heavily	favored	White	Sox	in	the	World	Series,	but	that	shock	turned	to	horror	for	some,	dismay	for	others	when	it	was	revealed	the	White	Sox	(or	Black	Sox)	lost	the	Series	on	purpose.	Players	on	the	1919	Reds	always	professed	a	frustration	that	the
scandal	prevented	them	from	getting	their	due	as	World	Champions.	The	Reds	would	not	be	heard	from	again	until	they	built	a	quality	pitching	staff	in	the	1930s.	Paul	Derringer,	Bucky	Walters	and	Johnny	Vander	Meer	(of	back-to-back	no-hitter	fame	in	1938)	teamed	with	catching	great	Ernie	Lombardi	to	win	pennants	in	1939-40,	and	the	latter
World	Series	against	Detroit.	Walters	won	49	games	and	Derringer	45	in	those	two	seasons.	During	the	next	two	decades	the	only	interest	the	Reds	created	was	their	politically-tinged	decision	to	change	names	from	the	Reds	to	Redlegs	to	avoid	association	with	Communists.	However,	players,	sportswriters	and	fans	continued	to	refer	to	the	team	as
the	Reds,	and	the	Redlegs	moniker	fell	by	the	wayside.	The	Reds	climbed	the	National	League	pinnacle	again	in	1961,	led	by	the	bats	of	Frank	Robinson	(37	home	runs	and	124	RBI's)	and	Vada	Pinson	(208	hits	and	a	.343	average),	although	they	were	beaten	by	the	Yankee	juggernaut	in	the	World	Series.	Two	years	later	the	first	cog	in	the	Big	Red
Machine	joined	the	team	when	a	hardnosed,	crew-cut	infielder	named	Pete	Rose	was	called	up	from	the	minors.	A	decade	later,	he	would	be	the	leadoff	batter	and	igniter	for	one	of	the	National	League's	most	dominant	dynasties.	Managed	by	Sparky	Anderson,	the	Reds	of	the	1970s	were	a	virtual	Hall	of	Fame	gallery	with	Rose,	Joe	Morgan,	Johnny
Bench	and	Tony	Perez.	This	team	won	back-to-back	world	championships	(1975-76),	four	pennants	and	six	division	titles.	Four	Reds	won	Most	Valuable	Player	awards.	The	highlight	of	their	domination	was	in	1976,	when	the	Reds	led	the	National	League	in	all	12	major	offensive	categories.	Rose's	departure	for	Philadelphia	as	a	free	agent	after	1978
signaled	the	end	of	the	Big	Red	Machine,	although	the	team	won	the	1979	division	title	(but	lost	the	National	League	Championship	Series	to	Pittsburgh).	Rose	returned	as	player-manager	in	1984	and	closed	out	his	career	with	a	record	4,256	hits.	However,	he	was	later	banned	for	life	from	the	game	for	betting	on	baseball.	Lou	Piniella	then	guided
the	Reds	to	a	pennant	in	1990	behind	the	bats	of	Eric	Davis,	Chris	Sabo,	Paul	O'Neill	and	Barry	Larkin,	and	a	shutdown	bullpen	featuring	Norm	Charlton,	Rob	Dibble	and	Randy	Myers.	They	capped	the	season	with	a	four	game	sweep	of	Oakland	in	the	World	Series.	The	Reds	have	mostly	floundered	since	1990,	although	they	finished	first	in	the	strike
shortened	1994	season,	won	the	Central	Division	title	in	'95	and	missed	the	1999	postseason	by	one	game.	One	highlight	for	the	franchise	was	the	opening	of	another	of	baseball's	retro	parks,	The	Great	American	Ballpark	in	2003.	The	club	won	the	Central	Division	crown	in	2010	before	being	eliminated	in	the	first	round.	In	2012,	another	division
title,	another	loss	in	the	Division	Series.	In	2013,	a	Wildcard	loss.	Those	struggles	have	worsened	as	the	team	now	fights	its	way	up	from	the	cellars.	Following	six	seasons	of	missing	the	postseason,	the	Reds	reached	the	playoffs	in	2020.	Carried	by	Trevor	Bauer,	the	2020	Cy	Young	winner,	the	Reds	faced	the	Braves	in	the	Wildcard	series.	After	two
games,	the	Reds	ended	its	season	in	the	Wildcard	round.	However,	regardless	of	when	the	Reds	add	to	their	five	world	championships,	nine	pennants	and	10	division	titles,	they	will	always	have	a	strong	franchise	lineage.	One	that	traces	back	to	the	dawn	of	the	professional	game	and	their	role	as	keeper	of	the	historic	flame	they	lit	by	birthing	the
Red	Stockings	in	1869. He's	aggressive	at	the
plate,	and	he's	really	doing	better.''Biggio,	24,	joins	Kelly	Gruber	(April	16,	1989,	vs.	the	Royals)	and	Frye	(Aug.	17,	2001,	vs.	the	Rangers)	as	Blue	Jays	to	hit	for	the	cycle.Biggio	also	had	two	stolen	bases.	Biggio	is	just	the	second	player	over	the	past	100	years	to	hit	for	the	cycle	and	have	multiple	stolen	bases	in	the	same	game,	joining	Charlie	Moore
in	1980.The	Associated	Press	contributed	to	this	report.
