The golden goal rule would have applied during extra time in 1998 and 2002, but was not put in practice either. The only exception to this type of format was
the 1950 World Cup, which featured a final round-robin group of four teams; the decisive match of that group is often regarded as the de facto final of that tournament, including by FIFA itself.[3] The team that wins the final receives the FIFA World Cup Trophy, and its name is engraved on the bottom side of the trophy.[4] Of 80 nations that have
appeared in the tournament, 13 have made it to the final, and 8 have won. Only 22 players in the history of chess have held the official title of world champion, 18 of which held the "classical" title. The International Chess Federation, FIDE, took control of the classical world championship in 1948. From 1993-2006, the title was split after the champion and challenger left FIDE.
