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Introduction:In garment production process main raw material is fabric. It is not possible to make garment only with fabric. To make complete garment different types of auxiliary materials are used. These auxiliary materials are called trims and accessories. Trims and accessories play a significant role in enhancing the appearance and functionality of
garments. They add detail, style, and functionality to the clothing. But trimmings and accessories are not same. There function and looks are completely different. We have discussed about trims and accessories in the following section.What is Trimmings: Trimmings or trims are attached with the body of garments by sewing. These materials are used
in sewing room with fabric. Trims are directly attached with garments. The choice of trims largely depends on the style and purpose of the garment. They play a crucial role in creating a cohesive design and adding distinctive elements that make a garment stand out. These are used for functional purposes.List of trims used in garment

We know that fabric is the basic material for apparel manufacturing. Fabric may be woven or knitted. Woven fabrics are converted
into shirts, pants, Coats, Skirts, Dresses, Jackets, and other suitable apparel. Knitted fabrics are converted into T-shirts, Polo-Shirt, trousers, Sweaters, Underwear, skirts, and others apparel. Mainly dyed or printed finished fabrics are cut for apparel manufacturing. Different designed fabrics are made in garments to fulfill the buyers requirements. In
apparel manufacturing; Accessories are the second most important material after fabric. Except for fabric, the other materials which are used to make apparel are called accessories. Accessories are categorized
as sewing accessories and finishing accessories. Sewing accessories are those that are used in the sewing section. The accessories that are used in the sewing section are also called trimmings. Clothing plays an emergent role in your day-to-day life.The base part of your clothing is fabric. To make and fabricate your full garment some auxiliary materials are needed
like trims or trimmings and accessories. So, you should know about fabric, trims and accessories for better understanding.Fabric is a type of textile product which is made from yarn by interloping or by interlacement. There are mainly three types of fabrics. They are woven, knitted and non-woven.Trimmings are the materials which directly piece
together with your clothing products. Trimmings have both functional and aesthetic properties. So, you cant think of your fabrication of your clothing without trimmings. Trimmings can be attached with garments by sewing, gluing, pressing or heat setting. Sewing thread, zipper, button etc. are some examples of trimming.Accessories are the
materials which are used to give a finishing touch to your clothing products. These are generally used to finish, decorate, pricing & packing the clothing. Accessories dont have the functional properties but have the aesthetic properties. Hanger, polybag, carton etc. are some examples of accessories. From the definition, hope that you got the basic
differential ideas about trims and accessories. But to clarify your confusion go through the afterward differences.5 Key differences between trimmings and accessoriesTrimmings are readily attached with your clothing products, but accessories are not readily attached with your clothing products.Trimmings have both functional and non-functional
properties, but accessories have only non-functional properties.Without trimmings you cant think about your clothing products but without accessories you can go through it.Trimmings are used to complete your clothing products and accessories are used to finish and pack your clothing products.Button, zipper, rivet, lining, lace etc. are some

Sewing thread is not used for knitting or weaving. It can be made of staple fibre or continuous filaments
by twisting. Sewing thread can be made from both natural and synthetic fibre. Polyester sewing thread is the most commonly used sewing thread.ButtonA small disk or knob sewn onto a garment, used for decoration or to fasten the garment by being pushed through a hole made for the specific purpose. Button is the most popular among the
fasteners. Generally, it is made of plastic but other materials like metal or wood are also used. You may choose different types of buttons for your clothing like plastic button, metal button, wooden button, fabric button, toggle button etc.ZipperZipper is a slide fastener consisting of interlocking elements each attached to one of the opposing edges of
two tapes and a movable part called a slider that spans the interlocking elements, which when moved in one direction causes the elements as one tape to interlock with the elements on the other tape and when moved in the opposite direction causes the elements to disengage. There are mainly two types of zipper: concealed zipper and continuous
zipper. Zipper plays an important role as a clothing accessory.LiningLining is one type of fabric which is used inside the garment. Lining may be woven or knitted fabric. Generally, smooth and lustrous fabrics are used as lining. Linings are joined by sewing with the main body fabric. Lining is mainly used to give comfort to wearer. If you talk about
outerwear, then you cant think about it without lining.InterliningInterlining is a textile material which is used between two layers of fabric in garment. It is basically used between shell fabric and lining. Interlining is used as reinforcement in the garment. It also controls the shape of the garment. It improves the clothing performance. So interlining is
necessary for every garment.Snap ButtonSnap button is a pair of interlocking discs made of metal or plastic, commonly used in place of buttons to fasten clothing. If you are a teen, then it would be your favorite way of closing skirts, shirts or pants by just applying snap buttons instead of normal button. There are two types of snap buttons and they
are pressing studs with two parts to sew as buttons and rivets studs in plastic or metal with three/four parts that are needed to be used with riveting tools.Hasps and SliderHasp and Slider is a metal fastening mechanism used on the shoulder strap to adjust length of the strap by the slider and attached by the hasp to a button fixed to the overall bib.
Hasp and Slider is mostly found on baby clothing products. Hasp and Slider give a cool looking to the baby clothing products.EmbroideryThe art or process of forming decorative designs with hand or machine needle work is called embroidery. Embroidery is a very popular way of fabric surface decoration to make beautiful pattern on the garment. It
can be done both manually and by machine method.AppliqueAn applique is an ornamental needlework in which pieces of fabric are attached onto another fabric to form patterns. There are three types of applique application. They are by machine, hand and fusing. There are also different types of applique like smooth edge applique, raw edge
applique, decoration stitch applique, felt applique etc.BeadsA small piece of plastic or similar material typically rounded and perforated for threading with others as a necklace or for sewing onto fabric. There are different types of beads you may choose for your clothing like seed beads, cylinder beads, crystal beads, ceramic beads, glass beads,
wooden beads etc.GlitterGlitter is an accumulation of tiny, colored, reflective particles that comes in a variety of shapes, which reflect light at different angles, causing the surface sparkle or shimmer. The most common application process of glitter on to the textile or garments or clothing products is glitter printing by adhesive.Rhinestoneslt is an
imitation stone of high luster made from glass, plate or gem quartz used in costume jewelry and to decorate cloths. If you pay your attention to clothing or bags, you will find different types of rhinestones like flat back hot-fix rhinestones, glue on flat back rhinestones, sew on rhinestones etc. To decorate or to make a fashionable product for babies or
women, rhinestone plays an important role as a trim.SequinsSequin is a small plate of shining metal or plastic used for ornamentation, especially on garments. Sequins may come in different types of colors. They are also classified into four main types: metal, hologram, pearl & coated. Sequin is the most eye catching among all the
trims.DrawstringAny close fitting surround and non-surround retractable cord, ribbon or tape of any textile or non-textile material with two loose ends. Drawstrings are pulled together and used to adjust the size of the garment opening. There are different types of drawstrings like knotted drawstring, thick flat drawstrings, continuous loop
drawstrings etc.Waist TiesA piece of string or cord made from any material used for fastening or to adjust the size of the garment.BowsA knot tied with two loops and two loose ends, used especially for tying laces and decorative ribbons. There may be different types of bow knots like skinny bow knots, thin bow knots, normal bow knots, butterfly bow
knots, diamond bow knots etc. There are also different types of bow like simple fabric bow, stacked ribbon bow, winged bow, easy buckle bow, ribbon bow etc.FringeAn ornamental border of threads left loose with no knots or single assembly point. Fringe is typically constructed with yarn or thread and is integrated into trim tape or embroidery
artwork. You may find different types of fringes in shops readily to be attached but you may also make it by yourself. Loop fringe, brush fringe, bullion fringe, self-fabric fringe, tassel fringe, layered fringe, knit fringe etc. are different types of fringe.Pom PomPom pom is an ornamental ball or tuft used on clothing, caps or costumes. You may find pom
pom in many colors, varieties and sizes which are made from different types of materials like cotton, wool, thread, glitters etc. TasselTassel is an ornamentation consisting of gathered yarn or thread which includes a solid, bulky knot or assembly point connecting to a cord.LabelsLabels dont play functional role but give basic ideas about the garment
products to customers like size, fibre composition, brand name, care instructions etc. There are different types of garment labels like brand label, size label, care label etc.PatchPatch is a kind of trim made from fabric, leather or other materials which is attached on to the garment by sewing or heat transfer. The idea of patches on cloth was a very
unique, famous and attractive idea that lasted for a long time and till now patches bear some unique meaning of different brands. Patches are generally used on jeans and tops items. Custom embroidered patch, printed patch, PVC patch, woven patch, leather patch are some examples of patch.Hook and LoopHook and Loop fastener is a trim made of
two thin plastic strip sheets one covered with tiny flexible hook and another with loops, which cling together when pressed together and can be separated when pulled out. Hook and loop fastener is a such kind of trim that you will get fun when pressed together or pulling out. It also saves our valuable times. You can find different types of hook and
loop fasteners in the market like woven, knitted, non-woven or high-tech hooks (HTH).Eyelet or GrommetEyelet or Grommet is a two part piece of hardware made from metal or other material that are pressed together to hold or reinforce thepre-punched hole in a garment. It allows draw cords to go through. It is a necessary trim for hoodie
items.Hook and EyeHook and eye closure is an absolute and simple method of fastening clothing parts together. Different sizes of hook and eye from very small to large are available. It is mainly used where there is less stress. In non-woven pants hook and loop is the main fastener.PaddingPadding is a thin soft material which is used inside clothing
products. It is generally used in jackets, bras or other outer-wears. It is generally made of synthetic fibre like polyester.ElasticElastic was a great invention for the clothing industry. Elastic makes the garments more comfortable to the wearers. Elastic is a necessary trim for undergarments. It is made of rubber or elastic cores that are wrapped in
polyester, nylon or cotton fibre and then knitted, woven or braided. There are different types of elastic like braided elastic, knitted elastic, woven elastic, lingerie elastic etc.Lace FabricLace is a sensual fabric made from yarn or thread in an arbitrary web like pattern by manually or by machine. Originally silver, gold, silk or linen threads were used
but now a day cotton thread is mostly used. Synthetic fibre lace is also available.Twill TapeTwill tape is a woven fabric trim which construction is like herring bone twill. Twill tape can be made from both natural fibres like cotton, linen etc. and synthetic fibres like polyester. Twill tape is used in sewing seams to give reinforcement.RibDouble knit or
rib fabric is the second family of knit structures. Two sets of needles are used to make this rib structure. Rib fabric has similar looking in face and back side. It is a heavier fabric. Rib fabric is mostly used as a fabric trim. It is used in making collar, cuffs etc.BeltA strip of flexible leather or textile material which is worn around the waist and secured
with a fastening mechanism like buckle is termed as belt. There are different types of belts like buckle belt, suspender belt, metal belt, hip belt, yoke belt etc. Belt is an important accessory to a fashion sensible person.HangerClothing hanger is also an important tool to keep the products wrinkle free and to get easy access. It is designed as a human
shoulder to facilitate the hanging of your favorite coats, jackets, shirts or sweaters. Different types of hangers like wood hanger, wire hanger, plastic hanger, collapsible hanger etc. are available in the market.Safety PinSafety pin is like as a regular pin which includes a light spring mechanism and a hook. The hook ties and unties the pin and also
covers the end of the pin to protect the user from the sharp point. Safety pins are generally used to bind the pieces of fabric or clothing together. Stainless steel, nickel plated steel, brass etc. pins are available in the market.Scotch TapeScotch tape is a colorless or colored adhesive tape made of synthetic substance that is sold in rolls. It is used to
pack and carton the clothing products.PolybagA plastic bag is also known as polybag is a type of cell made of thin and flexible plastic film. Textile or garment items are kept by wrapping with polybags to keep the items intact and dust or moisture free. Polybag plays an important role in the textile and clothing industry. Different types of polybags are
available in the market like polybag with flap, polybag with button, self-sealing polybag, zip lock polybag, plain polybag etc.CartonCarton can be defined as a container or box generally made of paper board. To make a garment more convenient and attractive, some other materials are used along with the fabric. To serve the basic functions and for decorative purpose, these materials are required.
Collectively they are called garment accessories. Therefore, garments accessories are the materials which are used along with the main body fabric to serve the full purpose. Button, Zipper, Thread, Label etc. are some main garments accessories. Main Functions of Garments Accessories Accessories are used to serve different functions of a garment.
Some of the functions are given below: Garments accessories sometimes act as a decorative material. Accessories can make a garment more suitable to wear. Accessories are used to make the garments more flexible. Accessories help to ensure the garments durability. To fulfill customer demand different accessories are used. Types of Garments
Accessories Different types of garments accessories are used to make a complete garment. This accessory is used on the basis of their function and their purpose of use. Generally, garments accessories are divided into three types- Basic accessories Decorative accessories Finishing accessories A brief description of these accessories types are given
below 1. Basic accessories Basic accessories are the fundamental accessories of a garment. Sometimes it is not possible to make a garment without basic accessories. Some of the basic accessories are listed below Thread Zipper Button Label Motif Pocketing fabric Lining Interlining Velcro Elastic Cord Ribbon Rivet Toggle Collarbone A short
description and function of basic accessories are given below. The thread is a long, thin strand of cotton, nylon, silk, or other fibers used in sewing purpose. The thread is said to be the main accessories of garments. It cannot be imagined to sew a garment without thread. Its basic function is to sew garments. Sometimes a metallic coating thread is
used as a decorative purpose. Zipper The zipper is a binding device which is used to bind two edges of the fabric and other flexible materials. Its main function is to bind two edges as it could be easily opened. There are different types of zipper. Some of them are given below- Metallic zipper Coil zipper Invisible zipper Plastic molded zipper Open-
ended zipper Close-ended zipper Magnetic zipper Button The button is a small device which is attached to a garment piece to make secure two pieces of fabrics together. Sometimes it is used as a fashion purpose. A button can be made of plastic, metal, wood, glass, and sometimes from the animal bone, shell, ivory etc. There are different types of
button. Such as- Shank button Flat button Snap button Stud(jeans) button Lapel button Among these types of buttons, flat buttons are most commonly used. Label The label is a piece of indicator which contains in all information of the garments. It may be made of paper, plastic film, fabric or similar material. It can be attached, printed, embossed, on
the garments. There are mainly two types of label. They are The main label contains the Brand name, brand logo etc. Sub-label is divided into different categories- Care label Size label Price label Composition label Special label Flag label Motif The motif is a special accessory which is attached to the garments by embroidery, printed design and
contains the country name or brand name. It is mainly done to increase the attractiveness and to make the garments more fashionable. It can be made of leather, plastic or batch metal. Pocketing fabric- pocketing fabric is as important as other accessories. It is widely used in textile and garments industries for sewing pocket.it is manufactured from a
superior-grade raw material. Lining The lining is a piece of fabric, fur, or other material which is inserted into the inner layer of garments and similar items. It helps to extend the useful life of garments by reducing wearing and tearing strain. Linings are made of solid color to coordinate with the garments fabric. Interlining Interlining is basically
anything used between two layers of fabric to give more support. It is attached to garments through the sewing or heating process. The main function of interlining is to hold up and keep the original shape. There are two types of interlining Fusible interlining Non-fusible interlining Velcro Velcro is a brand name of fabric hook-and-loop fastener,
mainly used for connecting objects. It is consisting of two layers: a hook side, which is a piece of fabric covered with tiny plastic hook and a loopside, which is covered in equally tiny plastic loops. It is mainly used in shoes. Elastic Elastic is a narrow fabric covered strand which can stretch due to its composition. Rubber or spandex cores are wrapped
in a fabric such as polyester, nylon, or cotton and then woven, knitted or braided to create the elastic. There are different types of elastic- as follows Braided elastic Knitted elastic Fold over elastic Lingerie elastic Among them, braided elastic is commonly used. Cord The cord is a narrow, flexible material usually made of twisted strands or fabrics. It is
generally used to bind, tie, connect and support. Ribbon The ribbon is a thin material, generally made of cloth but also plastic or sometimes metal. It is used for decorative binding and tying. There are different types of ribbon. such as Grosgrain ribbon Satin ribbon Velvet ribbon Off ray ribbon Lace ribbon Turquoise ribbon Rivet Rivet is a mechanical
fastener, structured with a cylindrical shaft with heads on either end. The heads are made in such a shape that it can be inserted into a hole. It is generally made of metal. Toggle The toggle is a small piece of plastic or wood that is used as a button. It is generally used in coats or bags. Collarbone Collarbone is a thin, plastic made accessories which
are inserted into the collar point for keeping the original shape. 2. Decorative accessories This type of accessories is used to increase the appearance and to make the garments more attractive. There are many types of decorative accessories which are listed below- Piping Buttonhole tape Ribbed tape Seaming tape Moir ribbon Welt tape Stamped tape
Bias binding Pompom Soutache Tassel Fringe Taffeta ribbon Galloon Rosette Short description and function of decorative accessories. Piping is an edge treatment made from strips of bias fabrics. It can be made from either self-fabric or a contrast fabric. It can be used anywhere on a garment where two pieces of fabric are joined. Buttonhole tape
Buttonhole tape is simply a tape containing holes in its center where the button can be inserted. Ribbed tape The ribbed tape is mainly made of cotton, silk or viscose with evident ribs. It is used in waistband and decorative purpose. Seam Tape This type of tape is used to make watertight garments. This tape is applied as an adhesive bond between
two pieces of fabric to stop moisture and liquids from getting through. It is an important part of waterproof garments production. Moir ribbon This type of ribbon is made from silk, but also from wool, cotton, and nylon. It has a wavy (watered) appearance which is usually created by calendaring technique. The wavy appearance can also be made by
varying the tension of warp and weft yarn or by passing the fabric through an engraved copper roller. Welt tape This tape is covered by a sewed cord. Generally, it is made of cotton. Stamped tape A dice is made with specific designs and the designs are transferred to the tape by heating arrangement. Bias binding Bias binding is also known as bias
tape. it is a narrow stripe of fabric which is cut on the bias and the fibers remain at 45 degrees to the length. The length of the tape is 1/2 to 3 depending on the application. It is mainly used in making piping, binding seams, finishing raw edges etc. it is classified into three types Simple bias binding Single-fold bias binding Double fold bias binding.
Pompom Pompom is a small woolen ball attached to a garment especially on a hat for decoration. It may be in different color and size, and are made from a wide variety of materials, such as, wool, cotton, paper, plastic, thread and sometimes feathers. It can be seen shaken by cheerleaders. Soutache Soutache is a narrow, flat ornamental braid used in
the trimming of garments.it is mainly used to conceal a seam. Generally made of metallic bullion thread, silk, wool, but also from rayon, and other synthetic fibers. It can be seen in military uniform as a indicator of rank. Tassel Tassel is a ball-shaped entangled thread from which the tassel is hung on protruding cord. it is normally a decorative element
and often seen along the bottom hem to garments, curtains, or other hangings. Fringe Fringe is an ornamental garments accessory hanging from a revealed edge or separate strip of garments. There are three types of fringe. Bullion fringe Campaign fringe Thread fringe. Taffeta ribbon Taffeta is a luxury fabric which can be made of rayon, silk, and
polyester. It is used in gowns and wedding dresses and also in curtains and wall coverings. Galloon Galloon is a decorative accessory made of metallic gold or silver thread lace or embroidery. Generally used in trim of police and military uniform. Rosette Rosette is a rose-shaped decorative accessory, typically made of ribbon. Generally, it is worn by
supporters of sports or political party or awarded as prize. 3. Finishing Accessories This type of accessories is used in the garments finishing section. Finishing Accessories are mainly non-fabric materials and generally, they dont belong to garments when it is used. Some of the finishing accessories are given below- Hanger Hand tag Polybag Size tag
Tissue paper Sticker Plastic clip Scotch tape Safety pin Butterfly Backboard Safety sticker Brass Pin Neck board Carton The main material for garments making is fabric. In addition to fabric, there are lots of auxiliary material used in garments manufacturing, these materials are called trims and accessories. For your better understanding, I made a
list of trims and accessories used in garments.List of Trims and Accessories use in GarmentsTrims are used to complete a garment, whereas accessories are used to decorate garments. A garment is made not only from the apparel fabric but also
various accessory items. Fabric is the basic material in garment manufacturing. Except fabric of garment, the other materials are known as garment accessories. These have to be chosen in such a way that they complement the outer fabric both aesthetically, in terms of decoration, and practically, in terms of ensuring that the garment performs as
expected in its intended end use.Functions of Garments Accessories: Accessories play a vital role in garment manufacturing. Accessories are used to serve different functions of a garment. Some of the functions are given below:Garments accessories sometimes act as a decorative material.Accessories can make a garment more suitable to

It mainly affects the overall shape of clothing, and almost all clothing needs it. The garment lining is a fabric used inside clothing. The main types are cotton lining cloth; linen cloth; bristle lining; horsetail
lining; resin lining; adhesive lining, etc. Labels Clothing labels and tags are indispensable for a new garment. Moreover, they can display the brand logo and size info. And the types of labels include main labels, woven or printed labels, fabric labels, size labels, care labels, etc. Pads We use pads in the inner layer of the garment. And the types of pads
include shoulder pads, chest pads, collar pads, etc. Threads are materials that connect garment pieces and use for decoration, knitting, or special purposes.Types of sewing threads include cotton thread; polyester thread; nylon thread;polypropylene thread. Bands/ribbons/tapes Bands are mainly composed of decorative, practical, industrial, and
protective belts. And it is ideal for clothing cuffs and waistbands. So, we can weave, braid, knit, and embroidered ways to make it. Twill tape Twill tape is a fabric tape woven in a twill pattern. It means that it has parallel diagonal lines. This woven pattern is very strong, making it a very popular sewing concept. Buttons Buttons are important trims of
clothing. They include synthetic buttons, metal buttons, wooden buttons, leather buttons, shell buttons, resin buttons, cloth buttons, etc. Zippers/zipper pulls Zippers are all composed of tapes, fastener elements, sliders, locking parts, and other components.The materials include PVC, leather, metal, fabric, etc. Hook and Loop Hook and loop is a
fastener closure that consists of a hook side and a loop side, and it can be applied to provide for perfect adhesion. It has two parts: hook tape and loop tape. D ringsare made of zinc alloy and iron in the shape of D using electroplating and polishing, includingmetal D ringsandplastic D rings. Buckles and Sliders Buckles and sliders are metal hardware
for webbing belts, leather straps, bags, dog collars, like slide release buckles, belt buckles, straps buckles, etc. Eyelets Eyeletsmainly refer to metal eyelets and they are small metal fasteners used to cover or reinforce holes in fabric or leather. It is also called grommets.Besides, their materials include brass, iron, metallic, galvanized steel, stainless
steel, aluminum, etc. Rivet A rivet is a nail-shaped object used to connect two parts (or components) with a through-hole and a cap at one end. Tassels Tassel is a drooping tassel-shaped ornament made of colorful feathers, silk, or cotton threads. And it is often tied to clothing or utensils. Stopper A stopper is ametal cord endmade of zinc alloy or stainless steel, which can be plated, painted,
printed, and stamped for clothing, bags, and accessories. Muslin bags Muslin bags are plain-weave cloth bags from natural cotton, including muslin draw-string
bags and tote bags. They are easy to carry and versatile to use. Thus, they are great to package clothes, cosmetics, and accessories, gifts, food, snacks. Hanger A hanger is used for hanging clothing that can print or engrave a logo, including wooden hangers, ABS hangers, plastic hangers, velvet hangers, metal hangers, fabric hangers. Pressure
Sensitive tape Pressure-sensitive tape is packaging tape that will stick under pressure without using heat or iron, and it is also called adhesive tape, self-stick tape, seal tape. It is ideal for inner or outer cartons or foldable box sealing. Inner carton Inner carton is the inside carton of the master outer carton, which packs and ships the customers items
in a box. And it has direct contact with the goods. Foldable box A foldable box is made of cardboard, kraft paper, etc, which is used for gifts, clothes, and jewelry packaging. And they are easy to set up. Finishes such as matte glossy, hot foil stamping, or embossed are available. Garment clip Garment clips are the small transparent plastic clips or pins
used for shirt binding. We can also call it ready-to-wear garment clips. And it aims to keep the textiles or clothes stay in their original place. Then it can make the garments fold neatly during shipping or displaying. So, it is suitable for shirts, skirts, towels, etc. (fixed products). Tag pin A tag pin is a plastic tag fastener or tagging barbs for hang tags,
price tags, or clothing tags brands. And it includes a hand-sealing plastic pin and tag gun barb. In general, they refer to hangtag plastic pins or plastic seal barbs in a broad sense. Safety pin A safety pin is a metal fastener used for securing fabric, and its material includes steel, brass, nickel, or stainless steel. Types include straight safety pin, curved
safety pin, coiled pin, and coilless pin. Then, they are widely used for linking hang tags to garments. A sticker is a type of paper or plastic that with adhesive to display size and fabric information. Of course, we can remove it from clothing without leaving behind any residue. And it includes name tag stickers, size label stickers, shirt stickers, carton
stickers, barcode stickers, etc. Hang tags Hang tags are labels attached to products to include brand name or logo, price, specification, wash symbols, etc. In general, we use paper, plastic, metal, leather, fabric material to make them. Apart from this, we hang it on the products by string, rope and metal chain, etc. Hang tag string Hangtag string is to
connect the hangtag and garment. And materials include plastic, tape, natural jute, elastic thread, cotton, polyester, flax, waxed cotton, ribbon, etc. Besides, the seal on the string can add a brand logo. Collar stay The collar stay is also called butterfly pin, collar stand. Then, it is the inner show, and it is responsible for bracing the collar. So, it is
different from other accessories of shirts, such as ties and bow ties, which are externally displayed to others. Whats the difference between garment trims and accessories?Trims are to complete a garment. While accessories are to complete, decorate, or even package a garment.Trims have both functional and non-functional use. Accessories only have
