shapes	and	icons	to	create	your	own	visuals.	Before	we	dive	into	this	comprehensive	guide	about	how	to	create	visuals	for	your	presentations,	I	also	want	to	make	sure	you	know	about	my	FREE	presentation	training:	The	first	question	you	might	have	is	whether	or	not	YOU	should	make	your	own	presentation	visuals	or	pictures. Think	about	a	time	when
you	were	struggling	or	frustrated,	but	then	had	an	Aha!	moment?	Maybe	it	was	with	a	survey	question,	or	finding	a	way	to	explain	something	in	your	manuscript.	Whatever	it	was,	the	moment	when	an	idea	pops	into	your	head	about	how	to	solve	a	problem	isnt	magic.	Its	the	result	of	creativity.	Once	again,	Barry	Bickmore	has	some	words	of	wisdom
about	this:	Creative	people	in	any	field	come	up	with	new	ways	of	looking	at	the	world	they	are	constantly	asking,	"What	if...?"	But	it	doesn't	stop	there.	After	a	creative	person	asks	"What	if...?"	they	then	go	on	to	logically	think	through	the	consequences.Scientists,	researchers,	and	educators	are	excellent	at	solving	problems	and	generating	new/	or
useful	ideas	and	that	means	theyre	creative!	The	scientific	method	is	a	process,	and	approaching	tasks	in	that	way	provides	an	excellent	foundation	for	creativity.	So	you	absolutely	can	create	your	own	visuals,	and	you	absolutely	should.	And,	yes,	you	are	creative	enough	to	do	it.	Here	are	6	reasons	you	should	consider	making	your	own	visuals	for
your	presentations.	Reason	#1:	Your	presentation	will	be	more	engaging	If	you	want	to	have	an	engaging	presentation,	you	need	to	use	visuals.There	is	no	way	around	that.	And	some	the	most	eye-catching	and	memorable	visuals	you	can	use	are	ones	you	made	yourself.	Reason	#2:	It	might	be	the	only	way	to	get	the	type	of	representation	you	want	in
your	presentationAbout	10	years	ago,	you	basically	had	two	options	when	it	came	to	stock	photos:White	guy	in	a	suit,	giving	a	cheesy	smile	to	the	camera	White	guy	in	a	casual	outfit,	giving	a	cheesy	smile	to	the	camera	Thats	a	slight	exaggeration	of	course,	but	weve	definitely	come	a	long	way	in	terms	of	the	diversity	available	across	stock	photos
(especially	free	ones).	However,	we	still	have	a	long	way	to	go.	At	the	time	Im	writing	this	post,	it	can	still	be	hard	to	find	stock	photos	of	people	from	all	races	and	ethnicities,	people	with	disabilities,	and	people	who	are	not	cis	gendered.	Sometimes,	if	you	want	diversity	and	representation,	you	might	have	to	make	it	yourself.	Reason	#3:	It	can
sometimes	be	the	fastest	way	to	add	a	visual	to	your	presentation	Yes,	there	are	a	lot	of	stock	photos	you	can	find	online	for	free.	If	you	dont	use	Google	Images,	and	if	you	use	my	system	instead,	this	process	can	even	go	pretty	fast.	But	still.	When	youre	presenting	on	a	very	niche	or	specialized	topic,	it	can	be	challenging	to	find	a	photo	that	will	work
on	your	slide.	This	is	particularly	true	for	common	scientific/theoretical	models.	For	example,	in	my	field	a	lot	of	people	use	Bronfenbrenners	Ecological	Systems	Theory.	But	a	google	search	of	this	model	pulls	up	a	lot	of	images	that	have	specific	examples	not	relevant	to	my	topic.	Ive	personally	wasted	a	lot	of	time	searching	and	searching	for	the
perfect	model	to	fit	my	topic,	only	to	have	nothing	in	the	end.	I	found	that	it	was	significantly	faster	to	just	create	this	visual	in	PowerPoint	using	shapes	and	text	boxes.	And	it	wasnt	even	just	faster,	the	model	I	made	in	PowerPoint	looked	a	lot	better	than	the	ones	I	found	online.	I	could	make	sure	the	font	sizes	were	large	enough	to	be	seen	in	a
presentation.	Plus,	I	could	set	up	some	changes	to	the	colors	of	each	layer	and	walk	the	audience	through	each	layer,	one	at	a	time.	Faster	+	Looks	Better	=	Win-Win!	Reason	#4:	You	dont	need	to	worry	about	violating	copyright	lawDid	you	know	that	copyright	law	still	applies	to	you,	even	if	youre	using	visuals	found	online	for	non-profit	purposes?
And	did	you	know	that	visuals	found	online	do	NOT	meet	the	requirement	the	requirements	for	fair	use?	And	finally,	did	you	know	that	choosing	the	creative	commons	license	option	in	Google	Images	does	not	actually	guarantee	youre	finding	creative	commons	photos	(or	using	them	correctly)?	If	any	of	those	three	surprised	you,	then	youre	not
alone.These	are	only	someone	of	the	reasons	you	should	stop	using	Google	Images	to	find	visuals	for	your	presentation.(The	other	reason	is	that	youre	only	seeing	the	worst	visuals	available,	and	missing	out	on	all	the	best	pictures).	There	is	a	right	way	to	find	free	stock	photos	online,	but	copyright	law	is	complicated	and	one	way	to	simplify	your	life
is	to	create	more	of	your	own	visuals.	Reason	#5:	Your	presentation	design	will	be	more	consistent	Going	back	to	the	Ecological	Systems	Model	example99%	of	the	models	shown	in	that	screenshot	above	are	outdated	and	ugly.	Im	talking	2002	type	of	outdated.	Using	those	will	instantly	make	my	entire	presentation	or	conference	poster	look	outdated.
Okay	but	lets	say	we	somehow	stumbled	upon	the	magic	trifecta	of	finding	a	visual	that	is:a	perfect	representation	of	the	content	I	need	to	talk	about,	legal	to	use,	and	well-designed.Even	then,	we	have	a	problem:	you	cant	adjust	the	colors	to	match	the	style	theme	of	my	overall	presentation.	That	introduces	inconsistency	in	the	design	of	your	slide
deck,	which	instantly	makes	it	look	unprofessional	or	amateurish.	When	you	create	your	own	visuals	using	professional	design	software,	you	can	ensure	that	its	designed	well,	and	that	the	design	matches	the	rest	of	your	presentation.	Reason	#6:	It	could	save	you	money	Instead	of	paying	for	a	whole	icon	pack	because	you	wanted	one	of	the	icons	or
paying	someone	to	make	simple	graphics	for	you,	you	could	learn	how	to	make	some	yourself.When	you	DIY	your	design	its	going	to	be	a	cheaper	option	compared	to	having	someone	design	it	for	you.	Theres	no	question	that	being	able	to	whip	up	your	own	visual	in	an	hour	would	save	you	money	compared	to	hiring	a	designer	to	do	the	same.	The
easiest,	most	straightforward	answer	to	this	question	is:	whenever	you	want	to.	I	dont	have	a	rubric	or	set	of	criteria	I	use	before	deciding	to	make	my	own	presentation	visuals. to	use	PowerPoints	SmartArt	For	example,	one	of	the	concepts	I	teach	is	how	to	create	a	presentation	storyboard.	I	knew	that	finding	the	right	visual	to	represent	that	would	either	be	impossible	or	take	a	long	time.	So,	I	put	together	some	shapes	and	icons	in	PowerPoint,	and	made	this:	Another	concept	I	teach	is	about	how	slide	clutter	can	be	really
distracting.	I	wanted	a	way	to	make	my	point	by	showing	the	audience	how	distracting	it	is,	rather	than	just	telling	them.	While	I	knew	it	was	going	to	be	possible	to	find	stock	photos	that	represented	clutter	really	well,	I	was	hit	with	a	little	inspiration	to	make	this	topic	more	fun. Here	is	my	challenge	to	you:	in	your	very	next	presentation	create	at	least	one	visual.It	can	be	shapes	and	icons,	it	doesnt	need	to	be	a	hand	drawing	or	illustration.	Even	if	it	feels	really	hard	at	first,	just	keep	trying.	I	want	you	to	do	this,	because	the
more	you	create	your	own	visuals,	the	easier	it	becomes.	There	are	a	lot	of	apps	you	can	use	to	make	your	own	visuals,	so	it	can	be	hard	to	know	where	to	start. Gimp	is	free,	but	has	an	incredibly	difficult	learning	curve.I	found	Gimp	to	be	one	of	the
most	frustrating	apps	Ive	ever	used	in	my	life	(and	I	use	a	LOT	of	apps).	I	love	using	the	free	version	of	apps	whenever	possible.	In	this	case,	though,	free	wasnt	even	worth	it.	Canva	is	mediocre.	Its	fine.	I	guess.	I	find	the	user	experience	of	Canva	to	be	worse	than	PowerPoint	and	Affinity	Designer,	and	you	have	to	pay	for	the	best	features	anyway.
Adobe	Illustrator	is	relatively	easy	to	use	and	learn,	and	I	used	it	for	years.	However,	I	stopped	using	Adobe	Illustrator	they	switched	to	a	monthly	cloud	subscription	service	because	it	was	just	way	too	expensive	for	how	little	I	used	it.	I	imagine	if	youre	reading	this	blog	post	and	need	tips	on	how	to	create	visuals	for	your	presentations,	you	also	dont
want	to	pay	a	lot	of	money	every	single	month	for	something	you	might	use	only	once	a	month	or	so.	Thats	why	I	learned	how	to	use	PowerPoint	to	create	visuals.	I	already	pay	for	it	so	it	was,	in	a	sense,	free.	And,	you	can	do	a	lot	with	PowerPoint	because	its	actually	a	really	robust	app.	But,	PowerPoint	has	some	limitations.	So,	I	did	need	professional
software	for	more	advanced	design	work.	Thats	why	I	switched	from	Adobe	Illustrator	to	Affinity	Designer.	Credit:	An	example	of	icons	made	in	Designer,	provided	by	Serif	Europe	(the	creators	of	Affinity	Designer)	If	your	organization	or	university	has	a	subscription	to	Adobe	Illustrator,	then	by	all	meansuse	it.	Its	a	great	app.	But	if	youre	like	me	and
paying	for	this	out	of	pocket?	Affinity	Designer	is	way	to	go.	In	full	disclosure,	Im	self-taught.	So,	I	dont	think	you	need	training	to	do	this.	I	started	by	messing	around	in	Apple	Keynote,	PowerPoint,	and	Adobe	Illustrator.	The	easiest	place	to	start	is	by	using	a	bunch	of	shapes,	and	to	have	an	outlet.	Your	presentations	are	the	perfect	outlet	to	test	our
your	skills,	which	is	why	I	challenged	you	to	create	a	visual	for	your	next	presentation.	I	used	the	visuals	I	created	in	my	presentations,	but	I	also	used	to	have	a	blog	about	bicycling.	Thats	where	I	really	stretched	my	creativity	and	skills.	Check	out	this	cartoon	I	made	using	Apple	Keynote.	You	might	be	wondering	if	this	seems	like	an	unnecessary	and
excessive	skill	to	develop	just	for	presentations.	I	actually	think	thats	a	really	fair	point.	So	Id	like	to	end	this	article	by	sharing	some	examples	of	how	Ive	used	these	skills	in	ways	that	go	beyond	presentation	slide	design.	When	you	make	your	own	visuals	in	professional	software	like	Affinity	Designer,	you	can	then	use	the	same	visuals	in	multiple
ways,	such	as:	Infographics,	visual	abstracts,	website	graphics,	presentation	slides,reports,	social	media	graphics,	videos,	and	more!	Case	Study	1:	Icons	and	Infographics	When	I	hosted	@iamscicomm,	I	wanted	to	make	some	visuals	to	use	during	my	takeover	week.	We	first	made	these	icons	in	Affinity	Designer:	Then,	we	used	them	to	create	an
infographic	in	Affinity	Designer:	One	client	needed	to	merge	two	models	together	for	their	research	work.	One	component	was	a	Venn	diagram	with	a	context	border	and	the	other	component	was	a	list	of	items.	PowerPoint	does	not	provide	the	level	of	control	over	the	design	to	do	this	well,	plus	it	would	most	likely	look	blurry	when	added	to	a	report.
So,	we	used	Affinity	Designer	to	design	it.	Another	client	needed	a	model	demonstrating	their	mixed	method	design.	Qualitative	and	mixed	methods	researchers	will	be	really	familiar	with	this	mode	(Ive	even	used	this	same	process	before!).	Their	version	included	specific	details	from	their	project,	but	here	is	an	anonymized	version	to	protect	their
confidentiality.	Thanks	to	Affinity	Designer	its	easy	to	make	high	resolution	images	and	send	them	along	to	be	turned	into	stickers	and	swag.	I	used	to	use	Sticker	Mule	for	this,	but	it	has	since	come	to	light	that	the	co-founder	Anthony	Constantino	supports	Tr*mp	(via	their	own	unhinged	newsletter	sent	July	2024,	that	encourages	customers	to	buy
stickers	in	support	of	Trump).Ive	been	using	them	for	almost	3	years	and	have	never	been	disappointed.	One	year	they	had	a	few	special	events	and	I	uh	well,	I	kinda	went	wild.	Look	at	all	the	different	types	of	stickers	I	have	Those	are	just	5	examples	of	how	having	the	skills	to	create	my	own	visuals	have	benefited	me	beyond	just	presentation	slides.
To	me,	its	just	the	cherry	on	top	for	something	that	I	already	think	is	worth	it:	creating	highly	visual	engaging	presentations. PhD:	Done	for	you	(slide	design)	5	steps	to	choose	the	perfect	visual	for	your	presentation.by	Tom	Foxwell	13th	June	2023	The	images	should	not	be	the	protagonists	of	our	speech	but	should	illustrate	the	ideas	that	we	are	exposing.	They	must	act	as	visual	reinforcement	and	decoration	for	our	presentation.	The	difficulty	is	that,	generally,	the	photos
should	not	represent	objects	or	people	but	rather	abstract	concepts	such	as	effort,	creativity,	challenge,	despair,	or	fear.	And	getting	a	good	image	that	illustrates	such	concepts	is	not	easy,	especially	if	you	want	to	make	your	presentations	stand	out.	There	are	several	places	where	we	can	search	for	images,	but	often	the	problem	is	that	we	have	no
idea	what	photo	we	want	to	search	for.	And	a	direct	search	on	Google	Images	for	the	concept	itself	doesnt	always	yield	a	photo	that	exactly	matches	the	idea	we	want	to	convey.	So,	how	can	we	know	which	photo	to	look	for?	To	find	or	design	the	ideal	photo	for	each	slide,	I	follow	the	following	5	steps:	It	seems	obvious,	but	that	implies	being	clear
about	the	message	(in	the	singular)	that	we	want	to	convey	on	each	slide.	And	that	doesnt	always	happen.	Sometimes	the	slides	are	not	conceived	as	micro	messages	but	as	sections	of	a	written	report.One	slide	for	the	introduction,	another	to	talk	about	the	opportunities,	another	to	present	the	sales	data,	and	I	wonder,	cant	you	get	more	than	one
sales	message?	So,	why	not	separate	them	into	more	than	one	slide?How	can	we	illustrate	with	an	image	more	than	one	message	at	the	same	time?	If	we	want	to	do	it	effectively,	it	simply	cannot	be	done.	So	divide	and	conquer.	When	learning	how	to	choose	the	perfect	presentation	photos,	you	might	also	want	to	explore	anAI	presentation	makerfor	a
more	streamlined	and	efficient	approach.	Once	we	are	clear	about	the	concept,	we	must	think	about	what	message	we	want	the	image	to	convey.	It	is	possible	to	transmit	different	messages	about	the	same	concept,	so	we	must	be	clear	about	which	one	we	are	interested	in.If	we	talk	about	trust,	this	can	be	trust	towards	others	or	towards	ourselves.
In	addition,	we	can	speak	positively	about	trust	or	give	the	message	of	not	trusting	anyone.	Obviously,	in	each	case,	a	different	image	will	suit	us.Suppose	that,	in	our	example,	we	want	to	convey	the	message	that,	in	order	to	overcome	the	challenges	we	encounter	in	life,	we	must	trust	ourselves.	Once	the	concept	and	the	message	are	clear,	we	must
carry	out	a	Brainstorming	answers	the	following	question:	What	things	do	we	associate	with	that	concept?	What	adjectives?	What	situations?	What	expressions	are	in	our	vocabulary?	Which	characters?	Lets	make	a	list	following	our	example:	What	do	we	associate	with	self-confidence	to	overcome	challenges?	People	who	like	challenges	and
adventures	A	tightrope	walker	on	a	tightrope	without	a	net	A	tamer	puts	his	head	in	a	lions	mouth.	A	skier	is	skiing	in	the	middle	of	an	avalanche.	Athletes	who	win	everything	by	being	very	confident	in	their	game	A	tennis	player	hits	the	ball	from	behind.	A	footballer	is	about	to	take	a	penalty.	Other	trades	that	require	self-confidence	A	surgeon
wielding	a	scalpel	A	character	who	must	overcome	the	adversities	that	life	has	imposed	on	him	I	could	go	on,	but	we	already	have	a	few	ideas	to	start	looking	for	the	type	of	photography	that	can	best	illustrate	our	concept	in	the	case	at	hand.	Once	you	have	a	few	ideas,	its	time	to	find	or	create	the	perfect	photo.	You	can	search	for	relevant	images
using	keywords,	browse	through	proposal	PowerPoint	templates,	or	even	consider	creating	your	own	visuals.	The	choice	depends	on	your	creativity,	resources,	time	constraints,	and	personal	preferences.	By	incorporating	proposal	PowerPoint	templates,	you	can	enhance	your	presentations	visual	appeal	and	structure	while	still	ensuring	the	selection
of	the	right	visual	photo	for	each	slide.	All	the	ideas	that	have	come	out	are	valid.	However,	they	have	been	designed	without	taking	into	account	who	the	presentation	should	be	addressed	to. Can	we	find	any	other	examples	of	our	concept	and	message	that	are	in	the	common	realm	of	our	audience?	Suppose	we	have	to	make	a	presentation	for	the	police	academy.	What
situations	in	the	police	field	can	we	relate	to	the	message	of	our	slide	about	self-confidence	when	facing	challenges?	A	policeman	in	front	of	a	group	of	protesters	A	policeman	who	must	defuse	a	bomb	must	choose	the	red	wire	or	the	blue	wire.	A	policeman	who	must	regulate	traffic	Surely,	any	of	these	will	serve	to	empathise	with	the	audience	much
more	than	any	of	the	others.	Choosing	the	perfect	visual	photo	for	each	slide	in	a	presentation	requires	careful	consideration	and	attention	to	detail.	The	images	should	not	overshadow	the	main	message,	but	rather	serve	as	visual	reinforcement	and	decoration.	To	achieve	this,	it	is	important	to	define	the	concept	well	and	be	clear	about	the	specific
message	to	be	conveyed	on	each	slide.	Brainstorming	various	associations,	adjectives,	situations,	and	characters	related	to	the	concept	can	generate	ideas	for	suitable	images.	Once	the	ideas	are	generated,	it	is	time	to	search	for	or	create	the	perfect	photo,	using	keywords,	PowerPoint	templates,	or	original	visuals.	Lastly,	considering	the	common
scope	of	the	target	audience	is	essential.	Understanding	the	shared	characteristics	of	the	audience	can	help	identify	additional	examples	or	situations	that	resonate	with	them,	resulting	in	a	more	impactful	presentation.	By	following	these	steps,	one	can	select	visual	photos	that	effectively	illustrate	and	enhance	the	overall	message	of	each	slide.
