Maple Talk a little about how you got started and what lead to you being the drummer you are now. As far as sounds go, I usually use it as a
pad kit when practicing but when I record an idea with it I use superior drummer. Usually the avatar kit. What are the most obvious pros and cons comparing acoustic and digital drums? The pros of digital drums are you can track and archive an idea very quickly. This is especially useful if you want to write melody and harmony to the idea. Another
pro being I can practice/record quietly in my apartment without having to drive 30-45 minutes to my practice spot. Its also helpful to program an idea before I can play it, that way I can hear it and learn it in a shorter amount of time. The past few years, it has become common to record records using e-drums and working with MIDI in album sessions.
What'’s positive about this development? Some of the pros of using MIDI drums are that you can program drums that you or a drummer can’t yet play.
