When his enemies are among those caught in a storm near the island, Prospero turns his power upon them through Ariel and other spirits.The characters exceed the roles of villains and heroes. Prospero seems heroic, yet he enslaves Caliban and has an appetite for
revenge. Caliban seems to be a monster for attacking Miranda, but appears heroic in resisting Prospero, evoking the period of colonialism during which the play was written. Sign up Miranda Watching the Shipwreck The Tempest is a play by William Shakespeare (c. 1564-1616), written in 1610 or 1611, and first performed for the court of James I of
England (r. 1603-1625) on 2 November 1611. Believed to be the last play that Shakespeare wrote on his own, The Tempest deals with both tragic and comic themes, leading some literary critics to label it under the category of 'romance' or 'tragicomedy'. Sources & Themes Unlike many of Shakespeare's other works, there does not seem to be a direct literary source for The Tempest. Instead, it seems that Shakespeare was inspired by accounts of New World exploration, which was gaining traction during that time. Shakespeare had likely heard accounts of
Ferdinand Magellan's circumnavigation of the world and had read Richard Rich's News from Virginia (1610). One of his main sources was William Strachey's A True Reportory of the Wreck and Redemption...from the Islands of the Bermudas, an eyewitness account of the wreck of the Sea Venture, a ship that went down off the coast of Bermuda in 1609. Since Strachey's full manuscript was not published until after Shakespeare's death, it is thought that the playwright had access to an early draft. Certainly, the excitement surrounding the discoveries in the
Western Hemisphere provided the fabric of The Tempest's plot, even though it is narratively set on an island in the Mediterranean. The Tempest may have been Shakespeare's way of saying farewell to his career. The island on which the play is set, in the words of David Bevington, is a place of "magical rejuvenation", a realm of art where "everything is controlled by the artist-figure" (818). In this way, the island itself is like a stage, and Prospero with his magic is like Shakespeare with his pen. There are several references within the play to theatre and actors,
leaving some scholars to speculate that The Tempest may have been Shakespeare's way of saying farewell to his career, since it was the last play he wrote alone. Another theme is that of colonialism, most clearly demonstrated with Prospero coming to the island, enslaving the native Caliban, and forcing Ariel to do his will. There are obvious parallels to the concurrent European colonization of the Americas, but Shakespeare's audience would have been more likely to think of the English exploitation of Ireland, which had taken an especially brutal turn.

Caliban's enslavement, though presented by Prospero as necessary to prevent rape and disorder, nevertheless raises questions of oppression and control and leaves the audience to wonder whether Prospero's attempts to 'civilize' Caliban and contain his otherness has produced a worthy result. Act I The play begins with a violent storm at sea the titular tempest and a ship that has been caught up in it. Chief among the ship's passengers is Alonso, King of Naples, on his way home from Africa after his daughter's marriage to the King of Tunis. Accompanying him
on this doomed voyage is an entourage including his son and heir, Prince Ferdinand; his brother Sebastian; Antonio, Duke of Milan; Gonzalo, a kindly old lord; and several other minor nobles. As the storm rocks the ship, a boatswain desperately tries to keep the vessel afloat, yelling at the frightened noblemen to get out of the way and find safety below deck the sea, he explains, cares nothing for the name of kings. Sebastian and Antonio take offense and curse the boatswain, while Gonzalo insists they join the king and prince in prayer below deck. Suddenly,
there is a cracking sound, and, believing the ship is on the verge of breaking, the terrified passengers abandon ship, as the mariners prepare to sink. From the shore of a nearby island, Miranda, a beautiful 15-year-old girl, watches the shipwreck with horror. She turns to her father, Prospero, and begs him not to let those onboard come to any harm for she knows that her father, a sorcerer, was the one who raised the storm in the first place. Prospero assures her that no one will drown. Indeed, it is his intention that they wash ashore, for he has a special

purpose for them. For Miranda to understand his motives, Prospero decides to tell her how they first came to this barren island twelve years earlier. He tells how he was once the Duke of Milan, renowned for his intellect and book-learning. As he grew more obsessed with his studies, however, he became withdrawn from politics, leaving him blindsided when his brother Antonio plotted to usurp his dukedom. With the blessing of King Alonso, Antonio successfully raised an army and drove Prospero out of Milan. Prospero and the infant Miranda were then cast

out to sea in a leaky old boat, surviving only with the help of Gonzalo, who had taken pity on them and supplied them with food, clothing, and books from Prospero's library from which he learned his magic powers. As Prospero finishes his story, Miranda grows weary and falls asleep. The sorcerer then summons Ariel, a spirit in his service, who reports that he has done as Prospero has requested. Having caused the storm by flying around the ship and acting as wind, rain, and thunder, Ariel has ensured that the king and his entourage have safely washed

ashore, dispersed in several groups; Alonso and his lords are on one part of the island while Prince Ferdinand has come ashore alone. Ariel has hidden the ship which he has preserved in a natural harbor on the island and has charmed the boatswain and the other mariners with a sleeping spell. When Prospero commends Ariel on a job well done, the spirit reminds him of his promise to give him his freedom. Prospero does not take kindly to this and tells Ariel to remember that he is still in his debt Sycorax, the witch who ruled the island before Prospero's

arrival, had imprisoned Ariel in a "cloven pine" for twelve years before Prospero came along and freed him. The sorcerer does not hesitate to remind Ariel that he may still be imprisoned in the tree had it not been for him. Nevertheless, Prospero promises to grant Ariel his freedom in two days' time, if he continues to dutifully carry out his commands. Ariel readily agrees, and Prospero tells him to act like "a nymph o' the sea" and render himself invisible to all eyes except Prospero's own (1.2.303). Prospero Speaks with Ariel as Miranda Sleeps Miranda wakes

up, and Prospero tells her it is time to visit Caliban, whom he refers to as his slave. Caliban is the son of the witch Sycorax and a native of the island. When he sees Prospero and Miranda, he curses them, asserting that "this island's mine, by Sycorax my mother, / Which thou tak'st from me" (1.2.334-335). Caliban recalls that when Prospero and Miranda first came to the island, they were kind to him, letting him live with them and teaching him how to speak and how to "name the bigger light, and how the less, / that burn by day and night" (1.2.337-338). In
return, Caliban had showed them all the fresh springs and other qualities of the island, but now he regrets ever having done so. Prospero retorts that he only enslaved Caliban after he had tried to rape Miranda. Caliban replies that he wishes he had succeeded and "peopled else / this isle with Calibans" (1.2.352-353). Prospero has heard enough and orders Caliban to fetch him more firewood, else he will fill him up with painful cramps as he sleeps. Although Caliban resents taking orders from Prospero, he is powerless to resist and reluctantly obeys. The

invisible Ariel has, in the meantime, found the isolated Prince Ferdinand, who believes that his father is dead and he is the sole survivor of the shipwreck. By singing and playing beautiful music, Ariel lures Ferdinand to Prospero's cell, where Miranda catches sight of him and is quickly smitten; having seen no men besides Caliban and her father, she believes Ferdinand to be almost godlike in his beauty. Ferdinand is likewise lovestruck by Miranda, which pleases Prospero, whose plan requires the pair to fall in love. But Prospero worries that it is happening too
quickly to buy time, he accuses Ferdinand of being a spy and imprisons him, despite Miranda's protestations. He secretly thanks Ariel for bringing the prince to him before sending the spirit out on yet another mission. Ferdinand Courting Miranda Acts II & III On another part of the island, King Alonso and his entourage have been wandering around for hours. Alonso is grieving for his son Ferdinand, who he believes to be drowned even after one of the minor lords claims to have seen the prince swimming away from the shipwreck, Alonso refuses to be consoled
and wonders "what strange fish / hath made his meal" on his son's corpse (2.1.114-115). Gonzalo tries to cheer everyone up by reminding them that they are lucky to be alive and that there are certainly worse places to have been shipwrecked. His words are met with scorn by Sebastian and Antonio, who childishly mock him. Gonzalo ignores them and begins to muse on how he would govern if he were king of the island, imagining how he would usher in a golden age. It is then that the invisible Ariel shows up and charms everyone into falling asleep, except for
Sebastian and Antonio. The two men are initially bewildered that the king and his other lords have fallen asleep so suddenly, noting that they do not feel tired at all. The wicked Antonio, never one to miss an opportunity to scheme, is quick to whisper in Sebastian's ear. Since Alonso's daughter is away in Tunis, and since Ferdinand has apparently drowned, Sebastian is now the heir to the Kingdom of Naples; all he must do is strike Alonso as he sleeps, and the kingdom is his. Sebastian is hesitant and asks Antonio about his conscience; at this, Antonio laughs

and states how usurping the dukedom from his brother Prospero was the best thing he has ever done, telling Sebastian to "look how well my garments sit upon me" (2.1.274). Sebastian then agrees to join in the plot, and the two men draw their swords. At that moment, Ariel has the noblemen wake up Sebastian and Antonio hurriedly pretend to have seen a pack of lions, which is why their weapons are out. Alonso orders the group to move on and keep their wits about. Meanwhile, Caliban is hunting for firewood, thinking all the while about his hatred for
Prospero. Soon, he hears someone approaching and, believing it is a spirit sent by Prospero to punish him, panics and falls on his face. The stranger turns out to be Trinculo, the king's jester, who has swum to the island from the shipwreck and is now looking for shelter. He is bewildered by the sight of Caliban, wondering if this creature be a man or a fish. Just then, another stranger enters it is Stephano, the king's butler, who has floated to shore on a barrel of wine and is now quite drunk. Trinculo is ecstatic to see that his friend has survived and tries to

dance with him, only for Stephano to warn him: "Prithee, do not turn me about. My stomach / is not constant" (2.2.114-115). The pair then turn their attention to Caliban, who Stephano describes as a 'moon-calf'. Caliban is still frightened until Stephano pours liquor into his mouth, and he is soon just as drunk as the butler. Stephano and Trinculo are amused by Caliban, who sees them as an opportunity to be rid of Prospero; kissing Stephano's foot, Caliban promises to be his servant. Caliban, Stephano, and Trinculo Ferdinand is also off gathering logs, having
been commanded to do so by Prospero. Believing her father is preoccupied with his studies, Miranda sneaks off to join him and asks him to stop working or to let her carry the logs for him. The two exchange vows of love and talk of marriage, while Prospero watches approvingly from a distance. Meanwhile, Stephano and Trinculo continue to trudge across the island with Caliban, who is growing more violent-tempered. Having become annoyed with Trinculo, Caliban asks Stephano to "bite him to death, I prithee" (3.2.33). Soon, Caliban shifts his violent

thoughts toward Prospero; he suggests that Stephano should murder Prospero by smashing his skull in as he lies sleeping, and then the three of them could rule the island together. Stephano agrees and tells Caliban to lead them to Prospero's cell, unaware that Ariel has been secretly listening to their plans. The spirit flies off to tell Prospero of the conspiracy but first visits the spot where Alonso and his courtiers have stopped to rest. A magic banquet appears before the exhausted noblemen, but before they can eat, Ariel makes the table vanish and conjures
thunder and lightning. He appears in the form of a harpy and castigates Antonio, Sebastian, and Alonso for their treachery against Prospero before disappearing. Acts IV & V Prospero releases Ferdinand and gives him his blessing to marry Miranda, though he warns him not to break her "virgin-knot" before the wedding rites have been administered (4.1.15). To celebrate the betrothal, Prospero has Ariel summon three spirits to perform a masque. The spirits take the form of figures from ancient Roman mythology: Juno, queen of the gods; Iris, messenger of the
gods and personification of the rainbow; and Ceres, goddess of agriculture and fertility. The spirits bless the marriage of Ferdinand and Miranda, wishing them honor and riches as well as endless bounty. Then, nymphs and reapers join the masque and begin to perform a country dance, at which point Prospero remembers Caliban's plot against his life and angrily sends all the spirits away. Ferdinand and Miranda notice Prospero's sudden anger and ask him what is wrong. The sorcerer brushes off their concerns, telling them that his outburst was merely a
product of his old age. He reflects on the brevity of the masque that has just ended, comparing it to the fleeting nature of all things, including life itself: Our revels are now ended. These our actors, As I foretold you, were all spirits and Are melted into air, into thin air; And, like the baseless fabric of this vision, The cloud-capped towers, the gorgeous palaces, The solemn temples, the great globe itself, Yea, all which it inherit, shall dissolve, And, like this insubstantial palace faded, Leave not a rack behind. We are such stuff As dreams are made on, and our little
life Is rounded with a sleep. (4.1.148-158). Prospero and Ariel then go off and set a trap for their would-be assassins, hanging fine garments on a clothing line by his cell. When the three conspirators arrive, Stephano and Trinculo become distracted by the clothing and rush over to steal them, despite Caliban's insistence that they stick to the plan. Suddenly, a group of spirits rushes at them, taking the shape of hounds, and chases them off. Having dealt with Caliban, Prospero now prepares to execute the final part of his plan, promising to set aside his magic
when it is all done: "I'll break my staff, / Bury it certain fathoms in the earth, / And deeper than did ever plummet sound / I'll drown my book" (5.1.54-57). Presently, Ariel enters with Alonso, Gonzalo, Sebastian, Antonio, and the other lords. They unwittingly walk into a circle that Prospero has drawn with his staff, where they are frozen by a spell. Prospero appears before them. He speaks to Gonzalo first, his "true preserver", thanking him for his kindness and promising to "repay thy graces / Home both in word and deed" (5.1.70-71). He then turns on Alonso,
Antonio, and Sebastian, castigating them for their wickedness he dons his old robes and reveals his identity as the rightful duke of Milan. Turning to his brother, Prospero demands that Antonio give his dukedom back; not only does Antonio refuse to respond, but he hardly speaks another word for the rest of the play. Nevertheless, Prospero says he will forgive the men for their transgressions. While Alonso is shocked to see Prospero alive, he admits that he still cannot get over his grief for the loss of his son. It is at this point that Prospero shows the king into

his cell, where Ferdinand and Miranda are playing chess. After Alonso's tearful reunion with his son, it is revealed that Ferdinand and Miranda are betrothed, thereby strengthening Prospero's position as duke by tying his bloodline to the king. Alonso begs Miranda's forgiveness for casting her out twelve years ago, but Prospero tells him no apologies are needed. Sign up for our free weekly email newsletter! Ariel brings over the boatswain and the other mariners his last task before earning his freedom and it is revealed that the ship is seaworthy and ready to
take them all back to Naples. They prepare for an evening of reveling to celebrate Ferdinand and Miranda's wedding, and Prospero decides to punish Stephano, Trinculo, and Caliban by making them clean the stolen clothing before the festivities; as he exits, Caliban finally realizes what a fool Stephano is and says, "What a thrice-double ass / Was I to take this drunkard for a god" (5.1.299-300). Prospero then turns to the king and promises to tell him about his time on the island and says that after the festivities, he will go to Milan to reclaim his dukedom and
finish out his life. As the other characters exit, Prospero remains onstage to deliver an epilogue: "Now my charms are all o'erthrown, / And what strength I have 's mine own" (Epilogue 1-2). He tells the audience that, much like he had found Ariel trapped in a tree, he is imprisoned onstage and can only be freed by their applause.Page 2 Miranda regardant le naufrage La Tempte est une pice de thtre de William Shakespeare (c. 1564-1616), crite en 1610 ou 1611, et joue pour la premire fois la cour de Jacques Ier d'Angleterre (r. de 1603 1625) le 2 novembre

1611. Considre comme la dernire pice que Shakespeare ait crite seul, La Tempte aborde des thmes la fois tragiques et comiques, ce qui conduisit certains critiques littraires la classer dans la catgorie des "romances" ou des "tragicomdies". Sources et thmes Contrairement de nombreuses autres uvres de Shakespeare, il ne semble pas y avoir de source littraire directe pour La Tempte. Acte I La pice commence par une violente tempte en mer - la tempte titulaire - et un navire qui en est prisonnier. Parmi les passagers du navire se trouve Alonzo, roi de Naples, qui rentre d'Afrique aprs le mariage de sa fille avec le roi de Tunis. Son fils et
hritier, le prince Ferdinand, son frre Sbastien, Antonio, duc de Milan, Gonzalo, un vieux seigneur bienveillant, et plusieurs autres nobles mineurs l'accompagnent dans ce voyage vou l'chec. Alors que la tempte secoue le navire, un matre d'quipage tente dsesprment de le maintenir flot, criant aux nobles effrays de s'loigner et de se mettre 1'abri sous le pont - la mer, explique-t-il, n'a que faire du nom des rois. Shastien et Antonio s'offusquent et maudissent le matre d'quipage, tandis que Gonzalo insiste pour qu'ils rejoignent le roi et le prince en prire sous le pont.
Soudain, un craquement se fait entendre et, croyant que le navire est sur le point de se briser, les passagers terrifis abandonnent le navire, tandis que les marins se prparent couler. Depuis le rivage d'une le voisine, Miranda, une belle jeune fille de 15 ans, assiste avec horreur au naufrage. Elle se tourne vers son pre, Prospero, et le supplie de ne pas laisser souffrir les personnes bord, car elle sait que c'est son pre, un sorcier, qui a dclench la tempte. Prospero lui assure que personne ne se noiera. En fait, il a l'intention de les faire chouer sur le rivage, caril a

un objectif particulier pour eux. Pour que Miranda comprenne ses motivations, Prospero dcide de lui raconter comment ils sont arrivs sur cette le strile douze ans plus tt. Il raconte qu'il tait autrefois le duc de Milan, rput pour son intelligence et son rudition. Cependant, de plus en plus obsd par ses tudes, il s'tait loign de la politique, ce qui l'avait rendu aveugle lorsque son frre Antonio avait complot pour usurper son duch. Avec la bndiction du roi Alonzo, Antonio avait russi lever une arme et chasser Prospero de Milan. Prospero et la petite Miranda avaient

alors jets la mer dans un vieux bateau qui prenait I'eau, et n'avaient survcu que grce 1'aide de Gonzalo, qui avait eu piti d'eux et leur avait fourni de la nourriture, des vtements et des livres de la bibliothque de Prospero, grce auxquels il avait appris ses pouvoirs magiques. Alors que Prospero termine son rcit, Miranda, extnue, s'endort. Le sorcier convoque alors Ariel, un esprit son service, qui lui annonce qu'il a fait ce que Prospero lui avait demand. Aprs avoir provoqu la tempte en volant autour du navire et en jouant le rle du vent, de la pluie et du tonnerre,
Ariel s'est assur que le roi et son entourage se sont bien chous sur le rivage, disperss en plusieurs groupes; Alonzo et ses seigneurs se trouvent sur une partie de 1'le, tandis que le prince Ferdinand est arriv seul sur le rivage. Ariel a cach le navire - qu'il a prserv - dans un port naturel de 1'le et a charm le matre d'quipage et les autres marins en leur jetant un sort de sommeil. Lorsque Prospero flicite Ariel pour son excellent travail, 1'esprit lui rappelle sa promesse de lui rendre sa libert. Prospero n'apprcie gure et dit Ariel de se souvenir qu'il lui est toujours
redevable - Sycorax, la sorcire qui rgnait sur 1'le avant l'arrive de Prospero, avait emprisonn Ariel dans un "pin fendu" pendant douze ans avant que Prospero n'arrive et ne le libre. Le sorcier n'hsite pas rappeler Ariel qu'il serait peut-tre encore emprisonn dans l'arbre s'il n'avait pas t 1. Nanmoins, Prospero promet d'accorder Ariel sa libert dans deux jours, s'il continue excuter consciencieusement ses ordres. Ariel accepte volontiers, et Prospero lui dit d'agir comme "une nymphe de la mer" et de se rendre invisible tous les yeux, sauf ceux de Prospero (1.2.303).
Prospero parle Ariel pendant que Miranda dort Miranda se rveille et Prospero lui dit qu'il est temps de rendre visite Caliban, qu'il appelle son esclave. Caliban est le fils de la sorcire Sycorax et est originaire de I'le. Lorsqu'il voit Prospero et Miranda, il les maudit, affirmant que "Cette le que tu me voles m'appartient par ma mre Sycorax" (1.2.334-335). Caliban se souvient que lorsque Prospero et Miranda sont arrivs sur l'le, ils ont t gentils avec lui, le laissant vivre avec eux et lui apprenant parler et " tu m'appris nommer la grande et la petite lumire qui brlent le
jour et la nuit." (1.2.337-338). En retour, Caliban leur a montr toutes les sources fraches et autres qualits de 1'le, mais il regrette maintenant de 1'avoir fait. Prospero rtorque qu'il n'a rduit Caliban en esclavage qu'aprs qu'il ait tent de violer Miranda. Caliban rpond qu'il aurait aim russir et "sans cela j'aurais peupl cette le de Calibans" (1.2.352-353). Prospero en a assez entendu et ordonne Caliban de lui rapporter du bois, faute de quoi il le bourrera de crampes douloureuses pendant son sommeil. Il est dconcert par la vue de Caliban, se demandant si cette crature est un homme ou un poisson. C'est alors qu'entre un autre tranger: Stephano, le majordome du roi, qui est arriv sur le rivage en flottant sur un tonneau de vin et qui est maintenant compltement ivre. Trinculo est ravi de voir que son ami a

survcu et tente de danser avec lui, mais Stephano le met en garde: "Je te prie, ne tourne pas autour de moi; mon estomac n'est pas bien ferme." (2.2.114-115). Caliban,who used to live on this island alone until Prospero was marooned here.They used to get along, but yeeeaah thats why they fell out.So, Ariel saved everybody. Including Ferdinand,Alonsos son, who is lured towards Prospero and Miranda!The kids fall instantly in love!Meanwhile, The Duke Antonio and King Alonso are wanderingabout with their servants, Sebastian and Gonzalo.Theres a bit of a mid-snooze assassination attempt,but Ariel wakes him up.Meanwhile Calibans picking up sticks and theresa scene under a cloak with a jester called Trinculo, a
drunk butler called Stephano,and a bottle of booze. At the end of it, Caliban thinksStephano is a god!These crazy guys attempt to overthrow Prospero.Meanwhile Miranda proposes marriage to Ferdinand!Prosperos all UUUHH. Cute. But not for long.Its wizard revenge time!He lures Antonio and Alonso to a magical banquetand Ariel changes herself into a big nasty bird lady.Meanwhile, Miranda and Ferdinand get married andProspero invites Greek Gods along! Clever.Just think of Presents!Meanwhile what is this!?! Meanwhile Island?Meanwhile Calibans
crazies are all off to kill Prospero, so Ariel distractsthem with magical clothes and then chases them awaywith spirit dogs.And at last Prospero reveals himself and gives his broAntonio and King Alonso a big telling off, then forgives them.He releases Ariel from serving him, frees Caliban.And everybody gets back in the mended ship.He says goodbye to his magical staff and books.Hang on, is that? Nah. Cant be.Next Year! Ibiza!A ship is caught in a tempest and begins to sink.Prospero tells Miranda that he caused the storm.Ariel fetches Ferdinand, who falls in
love with Miranda.Antonio and Sebastian plot to kill Alonso, the King of Naples.The ships jester and butler meet Caliban and feed him alcohol.Caliban suggests that they should kill Prospero, and Ariel overhears.Prospero uses magic to scare Alonso and spoil Calibans plot.Prospero forgives the passengers for their former betrayals.Back to topThis play starts dramatically with a ship being tossed around by waves in a violent storm. The stage directions tell us that thunder and lightning are heard. On board the ship is King Alonso of Naples who is heading home
from his daughters wedding in Tunis. He is accompanied by his son Ferdinand, and his friends Sebastian, Antonio and Gonzalo. As the storm worsens, the boatswainA supervisor on a ship, pronounced bosun. asks the noblemen to stay in their cabins out of harms way so the crew can keep the boat safe.Antonio and Sebastian curse the Sorry, something went wrongCheck your connection, refresh the page and try again., who suggests they do some work or be quiet. The opening scene ends with cries of panic and prayer as the boat begins to sink.Back to topOn a
nearby island Miranda and her father, Prospero, watch the storm. She worries for the 'poor souls' onboard. Prospero instructs her to be calm as his magic powers have ensured that the passengers are safe. He then tells her about their past.Twelve years earlier Prospero was the Duke of Milan and Miranda was a princess. However, they were betrayed by his brother, Antonio, and the King of Naples, who sent Prospero and his daughter away on a 'rotten carcass' of a boat. The two washed up on the island and since then, Prospero has spent his time learning
powerful magic. He controls Ariel, a sprite, and Caliban, his servant and son of the witch Sycorax.He says it is fortunate that his enemies are now stranded on the island following the shipwreck.Did you know? When this play was written, it was common for people to believe in magic and witchcraft. Prospero would have seemed like a very powerful and even frightening figure to an audience then.Back to topAfter telling his story, Prospero puts Miranda under a sleeping spell and talks to his servant, Ariel. Ariel explains that he caused the storm, as instructed,

and has landed the passengers safely on different parts of the island. He has left the Kings son, Ferdinand, by himself. Ariel asks for his freedom in return for all the 'worthy service' he has done for Prospero. Prospero agrees to set him free after two more days and meanwhile asks Ariel to remain invisible to everyone.Prospero orders his 'poisonous slave' Caliban to fetch more firewood. Caliban curses his master, but has to obey because he is afraid of Prosperos magic art. We learn that Caliban inhabited the island long before Prospero arrived.Ariel then uses
magical music to lure Ferdinand to Prospero. When Miranda first sees him she is convinced he is a spirit and the two fall instantly in love.Back to topAlonso (King of Naples), Sebastian (his brother), Antonio (Prosperos brother) and Gonzalo (a kind nobleman) are stranded on another part of the island. Alonso is upset because he believes his son is dead.Ariel, invisible to the other characters, plays 'solemn music' which sends everyone to sleep apart from Alonso, Sebastian and Antonio. Alonso starts to feel 'wondrous heavy' and the others promise to guard him
while he takes a rest. Antonio suggests that this is an opportunity for Sebastian to become king. With Ferdinand apparently dead, and the Kings daughter married in Tunis, Sebastian would be next in line to rule Naples. They draw their swords planning to kill Alonso and Gonzalo as they sleep. However, Ariel returns and awakens Gonzalo and the King. Sebastian and Antonio pretend their swords are drawn because they heard a noise like a 'whole herd of lions'.Back to topElsewhere on the island, Caliban is collecting wood and cursing Prospero as he does so.
When Trinculo, the ships jester appears, Caliban hides under his cloak. Trinculo wonders whether the 'monster' under the cloak is an islander. When the storm starts again he decides to take shelter under Calibans cloak. Stephan, the ships butler, arrives, drinking and singing. He thinks the cloak hides a monster with 'four legs' and feeds wine first into Calibans mouth and then Trinculos. Trinculo recognises Stephano and the two dance about joyfully. Caliban praises Stephano and calls him a god. He promises to show them all the best parts of the island and
promises to serve them. Ironically he then sings about his freedom from Prospero.Meanwhile, Ferdinand is collecting logs and working hard to prove to Prospero that he is a worthy match for his daughter. Miranda proposes marriage to Ferdinand and he accepts.Did you know? It would have been unusual for a young woman to propose marriage in Shakespeares day. Women were seen as the property of their fathers and husbands, so Mirandas proposal could be interpreted as brave, inappropriate or funny, depending on the performance.Back to topTrinculo,
Caliban and Stephano are now drunk and Caliban pledges his allegiance to Stephano. Ariel plays tricks by impersonating their voices and causes the three to argue. Caliban persuades Stephano that he should kill Prospero and become lord of the island. They plot to approach Prospero during his afternoon nap and 'brain him' after taking his books. Caliban says that Stephano could take Prosperos beautiful daughter as his queen of the island.Ariel overhears this plan and declares that he will tell his master. He plays mysterious music which the three drunken
plotters follow.Back to topAs Alonso and his party continue to search for Ferdinand, Prospero prepares an imaginary banquet for them. Ariel appears as a harpyA monster from Greek mythology with a womans head and claws, wings and tail. They represent storm winds and punishment. and accuses Alonso, Antonio and Sebastian of being 'three men of sin'. They are terrified by the vision and run away.Prospero agrees that Ferdinand may take his daughter as his wife, but insists they must be officially married. Prospero asks Ariel to bring all the spirits together
and prepare a celebration for the couple. A series of nymphs appear to Miranda and Ferdinand.Ariel makes beautiful clothes appear to distract Caliban, Stephano and Trinculo. As they marvel at the clothes, a 'noise of hunters' is heard and a pack of spirits shaped like hounds chase the plotters away.Back to topAriel explains to Prospero that the King and his followers are all deeply disturbed by the earlier magical vision and are suffering. Prospero sends Ariel to fetch them.Alonso, Sebastian and Antonio cannot believe that Prospero is alive. Prospero confronts
each of the men in turn, reminds them of their sins and then forgives them. Alonso is repentant and reinstates Prospero as Duke of Milan. Antonio says nothing.Alonso is delighted when Prospero reveals that his son, Ferdinand, is alive and engaged to Miranda.Ariel disappears to magically repair the ship and fetch the crew.Ariel then brings in Caliban, Stephano and Trinculo, wearing their stolen clothes. Prospero forgives Caliban and with a final request for 'calm seas' and kind winds, he sets Ariel free.In his closing speech Prospero says he is finished with
magic and asks the audience for his own forgiveness and freedom.Did you know? The Tempest is one of the final plays that Shakespeare wrote. This has led some readers to interpret Prosperos monologueA speech by a single person, speaking alone, often revealing something about their past or personality. as a sort of retirement speech from Shakespeare himself.
