[39]	A	final	statement	that	Drosnin	made	in	"The	Bible	Code	II"	was	that	the	leader	of	the	Palestinian	Authority,	Yasser	Arafat,	would	have	been	killed	by	shots	of	armed	men	that	Drosnin
specifically	declared	would	be	of	the	Palestinian	Hamas	movement.	[40]	This	prediction	of	Drosnin	also	failed,	as	Yasser	Arafat	died	on	11	November	2004[41]	of	what	was	later	declared	as	natural	causes	(specifically	a	stroke	caused	by	an	unknown	infection).[42][43]	The	only	conspiracy	theories	about	the	murder	of	Yasser	Arafat	have	been	made	by
some	Palestinian	figures,	and	have	involved	alleged	poisonings	that	had	allegedly	been	ordered	by	Israeli	officials. He	believes	that	the	future	is	not	fixed,	and	that	the	Bible	code	predicts	all	possible	results.	What	doesn't	do	much	of	a	predictive	tool,	but	again,	it	seems	that	you	don't	care	about	this	much.	If	you're
putting	Drosnin-based	bets,	it's	better	to	be	willing	to	bet	on	all	possible	results.	"[45]	Some	accuse	him	of	factual	errors,	claiming	that	he	has	much	support	in	the	scientific	community,[46]	by	misleading	Hebrew	words[47]	to	make	his	point	more	compelling,	and	using	the	Bible	without	proving	that	other	books	have	no	similar	codes.	[48]using	ELS	in
other	texts	An	ELS	code	found	in	the	1851	Moby-Dick	novel,	which	could	be	considered	as	a	reference	to	the	murder	ofGandhi	responded	to	an	explicit	challenge	by	Drosnin,	who	claimed	that	other	texts	such	as	Moby-Dick	would	not	yield	the	ELS	results	comparable	to	the	Torah,	McKay	created	a	new	experiment	that	was	tuned	to	find	many	Els	in
Moby-Dick	letters	that	relate	to	modern	events,	including	the	murder	of	Martin	Luther	King,	JR	and	Indira	Gandhi.	He	also	found	a	code	related	to	the	murder	of	Rabin,	which	contains	the	name	and	surname	of	Asessin	and	the	university	he	attended,	as	well	as	the	motive	("Oslo",	related	to	the	Oslo	Accords).	[49]	Drosnin	and	others	have	responded	to
these	assertions,	saying	that	the	tuning	tactics	employed	by	McKay	were	simply	"tontteries"	and,	and	provided	analysis	[50]	to	support	their	argument	that	the	McKay	tables,	data	and	methodologies	used	to	produce	Moby	Dick's	results	"just	do	Not	qualify	as	code	tables."	[51]	Skeptic	Dave	Thomas	claimed	to	find	other	examples	in	many	texts.	While
Thomas's	methodology	was	supposed	to	have	been	refuted	by	Robert	Haralick	[52]	and	others,	his	broader	arguments	about	the	law	of	large	numbers	remained	essentially	undefyed.	In	addition,	Thomas's	criticisms	were	addressed	to	Drosnin,	whose	methodology	is	considered	even	worse.	(In	fact,	Drosnin's	"Clinton"	example	in	his	first	book	violated
the	basic	concept	of	the	Biblical	Code	of	"Minimality";	Drosnin's	"Clinton"	was	a	completely	invalid	"code".	In	addition,	McKay	stated	that	Drosnin	had	used	the	flexibility	of	Hebrew	spelling	to	his	advantage,	freely	mixing	the	masortic	bible	(without	vowels,	Y	and	W	of	overwhelmingness)	and	modern	(Y	and	W	used	to	indicate	the	modes	of	the	vowels
of	I	and	U,	also	As	variances	in	the	K	and	T	spelling,	to	achieve	the	desired	meaning.	In	his	television	series,	John	Safran	vs.	God,	the	Australian	television	personality,	John	Safran	and	McKay,	proved	again"Tuning",	demonstrating	that	these	techniques	could	produce	"evidence"	of	the	terrorist	attacks	of	September	11	in	New	York	in	the	letter	of	the
Vanilla	Ice's	repertoire.	And	the	influence	and	and	of	writing	errors	(mispellings,	additions,	drafts,	etc.)	are	difficult	to	explain	in	claims	for	a	Bible	encoded	message	that	is	left	in	secret	in	the	text.	McKay	and	others	claim	that,	in	the	absence	of	an	objective	measure	of	quality	and	in	an	objective	way	of	selecting	the	test	subjects	(although	that
objection	remains	the	same	against	Drosnin),	it	is	not	possible	to	positively	determine	whether	any	specific	observation	is	meaningful	or	not.	Therefore,	outside	of	Davis'	mathematical	arguments,	much	or	more	of	the	serious	effort	of	skeptics	has	focused	on	the	scientific	assertions	of	Witztum,	Rips	and	Gans.
